Intranasal Fentanyl is sprayed into
the nose like a fine mist.

If you are interested in trying
Intranasal Fentanyl, ask your
doctor or nurse at your next
emergency room visit. Then let us
know what you think!

How long does it take to work?
It works right away and gives you
some relief while you are waiting
for your IV medicines to work.

What are the side effects?

The side effects of intranasal
Fentanyl are mild and (like other
pain medicines) most commonly
include:
